Kriofske; motion passed unanimously.

Discuss budget overview of prior month.

Account balance $1,724.48. Encumbered funds for Photography contest awards and supplies,
possible balance remaining at end of fiscal year approximately $1,200. Discussed what
happens with unspent funds; discussed using half of unspent funds to make a one time

contribution to three local fine arts groups to support the arts in Rowlett with the remaining
funds go back to the City at the end of the fiscal year.

Motion made by Jerry Barshop to make a one time contribution of $200 to the Company of
Rowlett Performers (CORP), Artists ‘Round Texas (ART) and Amateur Community Theatre of
Rowlett (ACTOR) to support fine arts in Rowlett, with any funds remaining at the end of the

fiscal year to be returned to the City. Motion seconded by Hugo Martinez, motion passed
unanimously.

Kris Kriofske made a motion to amend the approved motion to add an additional $50 for a total
contribution of $250 to be made to the Company of Rowlett Performers (CORP), Artists ‘Round
Texas (ART) and Amateur Community Theatre of Rowlett (ACTOR) with any remaining funds be

returned to the City at the end of the fiscal year. Motion seconded by Jerry Barshop, motion
passed unanimously.
