SUMMARY

City Council has set the expectation of meeting one-on-one each year with City Boards and
Commissions to discuss their respective roles and future direction. Dr. Michael Lucas, Chair, and
members of the Planning and Zoning Commission will share the Commission’s perspective on
their service in this capacity, reporting last year’'s accomplishments and this year’s plans and
goals. The Commissioners will also engage in conversation specifically about Realize Rowlett
2020, Form-Based Code and continuing education.

BACKGROUND INFORMATION

On December 1, 2015, Chairpersons and Staff Liaisons for the City’s Boards and Commissions
met with Council to discuss Council’s request for a review of the Boards’ roles and purpose as
outlined in the Boards and Commissions Handbook. Council also asked for reports on the Boards’
FY15 accomplishments and FY16 plans and goals. This information, as well as discussion over
how the Boards interact with Council on behalf of the citizens of Rowlett would be included in a
joint work session held between Council and each of the Boards on an annual basis. Future
budgetary needs might also be discussed at that time.

DISCUSSION

The Planning and Zoning Commission plays a significant role in shaping the City’s development
policy by serving as a recommending body on matters of rezoning and amending the City’s
comprehensive plan. The Commission also has the authority to approve plats, development plans
and minor madifications. In fiscal year 2016, the Commission met 14 times and acted on 36 cases.
The Commission is expected to continue to see a number of items before them as new
development activity continues to grow within the City. In this context, the Commission would like
to discuss with Council on where we’ve been as a City, where we’re going and what may need to
be amended in the comprehensive plan and/or development codes to meet the City’s
development goals. The Commissioners would like to discuss specifically the following items:

e Realize Rowlett 2020 — review its history, its underlying principles, and what updates, if
any, are needed to the City’s Comprehensive Plan

e Form-Based Code — Possible amendments concerning housing mix and amount of open
space



e Annual training for the Commission and Council to review the comprehensive plan, the
development codes and the City’s overarching goals for development
