I have also heard from many citizens curious about what is happening
to the Chamber of Commerce building, currently located at 3910 Main
Street, between City Hall and the Library. Options ranged from relocating
it to multiple locations within the City to demolition of the building. After
the City Council and I vetted the options through discussions with staff,
social media, email communications, speaking at meetings, and just plain
one-on-one conversations with folks out in the community, we ultimately
understood that our community valued this building and so directed
staff to proceed with the relocation. The cost was originally estimated
at $340,000, so we asked staff to come back to us if estimates were over
this amount. From the January 13 report given by City staff to the City

Council, the estimate is just below $375,000. Because this was within our
budgeted amount, we are going to move forward with the relocation of
this important building.

Proposals were submitted last week and City Council will consider the
proposal from the recommended firm on January 20. Once the contracts
are finalized, the building will be moved from its current location to 4500
Main Street, where the vacant “Old Fire Station One” currently sits.
Demolition of this vacant structure will occur in the next month or so,
with the relocation complete by the end of April.
